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Swimming is compulsory for all children as they will be supporting their Games House later
in the term. Only good medical reasons will be accepted for non-attendance. This swimming
also applies to beginners. When attending swimming sessions children are not to arrive at the
swimming pool bare foot. Girls must wear caps please.

Team Swimmers must make every effort to attend all Team swimming sessions during the week if possible.

Recorders: Children should have been coming all year and must have their own recorders.
The School does not have any to lend out. Beginners may start 1st Term next year.

Whilst we try to adhere to this timetable and our published Fixture List, there are numerous
times when last minute changes need to be made.

Although we encourage children to participate in afternoon activities they do not have to
attend every activity arranged for their age group. Swimming as stated earlier, is compulsory
but other sports are voluntary. It was noted that there were some children who did not attend
afternoon activities in the 2nd Term. This is unacceptable.

We would like to see a balance between the afternoon activities with sporting activities
counter-balanced by a cultural activity.
